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IMPACT OF COVID-19 ON AGRITOURISM IN THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION

Prior to COVID-19, rural tourism played a key role in relieving stress for urban dwellers,
and in terms of anti-pandemic measures, rural recreation has become much more valuable
and more expensive. Despite many challenges, the COVID-19 pandemic has created an
opportunity for the development of rural tourism, targeting mainly local tourists with the
possibility of further spreading to foreign clients. Purpose of the article: to present the
impact of the coronavirus pandemic on rural tourism, in particular on agritourism. The
problems raised indicate new prospects in the development of agritourism during a
pandemic. Meanwhile, the spread of COVID-19 continues to hamper the development of
the tourism sector. For the tourism industry to thrive in the world of the future, it must adopt
strategies based on a return to pre-COVID-19 normalcy and respond to the emerging
transformation of the global community. The study discusses the development of rural types
of recreation as the most promising for domestic tourism in Russia. Losses in 2020 are also
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evident for domestic travel, minus 35—40%, from 68 million trips in 2019 to 40 million in
2020. Two trends can be observed in the tourism market: an increase in the number of short
and frequent trips and an increase in the duration of the main vacation trip. The article
provides a systematic analysis of the state of the Russian rural tourism market. In particular,
if earlier settlements performed only the function of residence, now they combine
accommodation, industrial production and tourist recreation. The key to explaining the
diversification of livelihoods of smallholders is “commercialization”. Rural revitalization is
not only a strategy for promoting sustainable rural development in developing countries,
but also an inevitable trend towards global urbanization. In terms of anti-pandemic
measures, rural recreation has become much more valuable and more expensive, as the
prospect of being isolated in a relatively small apartment in a large city has increased the
cost of living in rural areas. Analyzed the statistical data of rural tourism, including the
agritourism sphere. Studied two groups of rural residents: peasants and “entrepreneurial”
farmers. The modern concept of agritourism includes relaxing on a working agricultural
farm, where you can not only sleep, eat meals prepared with local products, participate in
field work and household chores, but also engage in recreational activities on the farm and
outside. Agritourism stands out as a separate subspecies of rural tourism, synthesizing
ethnographic and ecological tourism. The authors identified the main models of the
organization and development of agricultural tourism in Russia: Traditional mass tourism,
which has prevailed so far, is likely to give way to more alternative forms of tourism, in
particular, agritourism. The search for ways out of the crisis in the tourism sector is an acute
problem throughout the civilized world. In the summer season of 2020, rural destinations
for domestic tourists experienced an increased demand for accommodation and other tourist
services. The fall wave of the pandemic in 2021 could again bring losses to domestic tourism
due to declining interest in corporate events and educational travel. As an important tool for
the development of rural areas, agritourism demonstrates such advantages as low cost of
travel, the possibility of a long stay in the summer season, low tourist flow density, food
based on natural products, natural attractiveness. Meanwhile, the choice of rural recreation
is due to the long period of downtime of travel agencies, airlines and hotels due to the spread
of coronavirus infection. Rural recreation, in particular agritourism, can become one of the
preferences of consumers.
